MUMBAI-BASED CITY gas dis-
tributor Mahanagar Gas (MGL)
isgoingtoinvest35,000 crorein
next two years to expand
beyond its core CNG and PNG
business into compressed bio-
gas (CBG), battery manufactur-
ing, renewable and LNG infra-
structure, as it targets
double-digit growth and cleaner
fuel integration, MD Ashu
Shinghal told FEinaninterview.

The expansion roadmap

includes a X600 crore flagship
CBG plant being developed in
partnership with municipal
authorities,alongwith smaller
biogas facilities that could take
overall investment in the seg-
ment close to 31,000 crore.
Parallelly, MGL is backing a
one-gigawatt battery manu-
facturing facility through a tie-
up with US-based Interna-
tional Battery Company, with
the first phase alone requiring
about X900 crore.

“We are growing strongly in
our core CNG business, around

20% last year and about 12%
this year — and we expect to
maintain double-digit growthas
infra expands and operational
efficiencies improve,” Shinghal
said. “But diversification into
biogas, batteries, RE and LNG is
nowakey strategic focus.”

MGL has already signed
long-term CBG offtake agree-
ments with producers includ-
ing Reliance-backed entities
and is also setting up its own
production facilities.

REGISTRATION OF NEW com-
panies touched a monthly high
in December 2025 with a total
of 26,631 firms incorporated
during the month, latest data
from the Ministry of Corporate
Affairs (MCA) showed. With an
average of 859 incorporations
perday,Decemberalsorecorded
thebiggestyear-on-yeargrowth
(111.6%) in fresh registrations.
The high growth signifies that
India’s corporate base continues
to expand in both scale and
speed,analysts feel.

As per MCA data, there are
over 3 million registered com-
panies nationwide out of which
nearly 66.5% are active. The
economic-activity-wise classifi-
cation showed that new firms
registered are predominantly
engaged in community, per-
sonal & social services (26%)
followed by trading (17%),busi-
ness services (16%) and manu-
facturing (15%).

Experts said that the sus-
tained rise in company registra-
tions carries significant macro-
economicimplications forIndia.
“Beyond the headline numbers,
it reflects growing entrepre-
neurial confidence that trans-
lates into fresh investment,
capacity creation,and employ-
ment generation across sectors.
