RAILWAYS PLANS TO monetise
assets worth ¥1.4 lakh crore by
recycling railway estates and
land parcels through leasing
and public-private partnerships
(PPPs) under the National Mon-
etisation Pipeline (NMP 2.0)
during FY26-FY30.

This will mark a substantial
jump in the transporter’s land
monetisation. For the last few
years, the Rail Land Develop-
ment Authority has identified
surplusland parcels formoneti-
sation but the process has faced
many challenges.Amajor part of
the railway land is linear and
located in choked areas of cities
and towns.

Underthe newplan,thereal-
estate monetisation processwill
accrue to the Centre, through
upfront revenue/premiumsand
private investment. The bulk—
around 1 lakh crore—is
expected from redeveloping
about 200 stations by mod-
ernising facilities and expand-
ing commercial space. These
upgraded stations are envi-
sionedas“City Centres”offering
public amenities such as shop-
ping, leisure, meeting spaces
and accommodation.

The plan also emphasises
transit-oriented development
throughbetteraccessroadsand
enhanced multimodal connec-
tivity to stations.

CBDC food subsidy pilot
launched in Puducherry

AFTER GUJARAT, THE food
ministry on  Thursday
launched a pilot project using
the Reserve Bank of India’s
central bank digital currency
(CBDC) for food subsidy distri-
bution under the Pradhan
Mantri Garib Kalyan Anna
Yojanain Puducherry,aimed at
plugging leakages and ensur-
ing beneficiaries receive qual-
ity foodgrains.

Under the pilot, a limited
number of beneficiaries, after
eKYC, can scan the Fair Price
Shop (FPS) QR code to redeem

food coupons and collect food-
grains and other items. The
aim,according to a senior offi-
cial, is to ensure that subsidies
and benefits reach the
intended recipients and pre-
vent diversion. “Beneficiaries
can redeem their entitled
quantity of foodgrains at FPSs
or merchant outlets using
CBDC coupons or voucher
codes.The system will address
challengesrelated tobiometric
authenticationand ePoS oper-
ational issues while ensuring
secure, traceable, real-time
transactions,” Food Minister
Prahlad Joshi said afterlaunch-
ing the pilot in Puducherry.

Chidambaram:
ED seeks to
expedite trial
in PMLA cases

New Delhi, February 26

THE ENFORCEMENT DIREC-
TORATE on Thursday said it
wants an expeditious trial
against Congress leader P Chi-
dambaram in two money laun-
dering cases, Aircel-Maxis deal
and INXMedia,asit has submit-
ted the required sanction for
prosecution against the former
Union finance ministerbeforea
designated court.

The federal probe agency
had filed a chargesheet in the
Aircel-Maxis casein 2018 andin
the INX Media case in 2020 at
thespecial Prevention of Money
Laundering Act (PMLA) courtin
Delhi (Rouse Avenue) and the
court took their separate cogni-
sancein 2021.

However, in November
2024, the Supreme Court
directed (in the ED vs Bibhu
Prasad Acharya case) that sanc-
tion for prosecution is manda-
tory in a PMLA chargesheet,
similar to such an approval fur-

nished while filing a
chargesheet underthe Criminal
Procedure Code (CrPC).

“To counter such delay and
to comply with the judgement
of the Hon’ble Supreme Court,
ED has swiftly initiated reme-
dial actions by seeking prosecu-
tion sanctions in all such prose-
cution complaints involving
publicservants,’ theEDsaidina
statement.The agency said it
sought the sanction for prose-
cution of Chidambaram from
the competent authority.
